INTRODUCTION

Hailed by the Boston Globe as "a sure-fingered, guitar virtuoso", Randy Armstrong is the co-founder of Do’a World Music Ensemble and Unu Mondo and has performed throughout the continental United States, Canada, Alaska, Belize, India and Ghana, West Africa. He has appeared on over 30 nationally released albums and has been the recipient of numerous grants from the National Endowment on the Arts and the New England Foundation for the Arts, among others. He has released several new recordings including beautifully remastered reissues of all Do’a’s albums in a box set edition entitled LEGACY as well as the award-winning, Armstrong & Aichele: World Tales Volume Two; his solo CD: NO REGRETS; and a double CD soundtrack for the 4 part PBS series, Dinner on the Diner filmed in Spain, South Africa, Scotland and Southeast Asia. In the summer of 2007, he performed concert tours in Slovenia, Croatia and South Africa and 2009 released an original soundtrack for the New Hampshire Theatre Project production of William Shakespeare’s Hamlet, Prince of Denmark funded by a grant from Meet the Composer, Inc.
